NOT SCRAPPING THE GROUND ON A FLAT SURFACE.

3. PLACE GUN IN GUN BRACKET, SWING LATCH
OVER GUN TO SECURE.

4. CONNECT PRESSURE WASHER TRIGGER GUN TO HIGH
PRESSURE HOSE ON THE SURFACE CLEANER. USE
THE TWIST COUPLER, COUPLER CONNECTS ON THE
HYDRO VACUUM HANDLE. CONNECT GARDEN HOSE
